Enter the following to complete the form:
1.     This patch is for: Click the “Alumni” radio button.
2.     Local Council: Use the down arrow to select either Circle
Ten Council or Longhorn Council.
3.     Unit #: Enter national office. 
4.     City/Town: Enter the city or town of your residence.
5.     County: (optional)
6.     Ribbon Requirements: Check the boxes of completed requirements. Enter the number of ribbons being ordered. When finished, click the SUBMIT button at the bottom of the screen. Print the ribbon order form.
 
Bring (or send via interoffice mail) your ribbon order form to Alice Robbins, S314 in the Communication Services Department (third floor).
 
PLEASE NOTE: For those who prefer not to order online, simply cut along the dotted lines of the alumni ribbon requirements card that was left on your chair, check the boxes of completed requirements, and bring (or send via interoffice mail) the card to Alice Robbins, S314 in the Communication Services Department (third floor). Sign your name where indicated and include your city/town and council preference.
 
Obtaining Your Ribbons:
Ribbons will be delivered to you via interoffice mail. To display yours, simply loop each ribbon through the slot at the bottom of your Year of Celebration patch outside your office.
